Police: 
Everyone received a detailed report from Chief of Police, Matt Irwin. 
Officer Brucker completed a week of advance SWAT training with the Butler County ESU team.
Continued several investigations the were recently reported by the Borough and a local business.  Several additional residents have reported unemployment fraud with is a nationwide trend.  
Chief Matt Irwin had initiated contact with PennDOT regarding visibility at the intersection of Kline Avenue and Mars Evans City Road.

Streets:
State Pipe has the repair of the culvert on Middle Lane scheduled for Tuesday August 17th.  
Rose Marie Wirtz made a motion to rescind the motion (July 13, 2021) to have Russell Standard repair the corner of Staples Avenue and Railroad Street which is located in front of the Post Office.  
This paving was going to be done to protect the resurfacing of Railroad Street.  After much discussion from Council members and correspondence from the building owner stating he was looking into bids for the resurfacing of the area.  Council members decided to rescind the former motion. Second:  Robert Dugan.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.

Zoning:
Tammy Ranalli of Survey Tech and Associates presented the sub division plans for Melissa Foley located at 229 Main Street Ext. at the July 13,2021council meeting. When presented; Council and Sandi Cox had questions about certain modifications. A waiver was received stating that the Lot Line Revision Plan is just revising the lot line between two (2) existing lots that have existing single family residential dwellings thereon and it does not require provisions for a new street. First Energy is proceeding with getting a permit for the driveway at the new substation located at Main Street Extension.
