Borough Foreman’s Report:

Mike Brandl stated that the generator will be installed by Woddyhurst Inc.on Tuesday, February 4, 2020.  Many calls were made by Mike to have this happen. Penn Power was one reason why the installation was delayed.

Robert Dugan made a motion accept the Road Foreman’s Report.  Second: rose Marie Wirtz. 
Committee Reports:
Police: 
Everyone received a copy of the police report.
Chief Matt Irwin addressed the abandoned vehicle at Marburger Baseball Field. The Police patrol vehicle was taken for new inspection. 
All matters were handled professionally by the Officers
Robert Dugan made a motion to accept the police report. Second: Rose Marie Wirtz.  A vote was taken, and the motion carried unanimously.
Streets: 
A resident of the Borough would not permit the contractor that was working on Cherry Alley Storm Sewer System to place a needed storm sewer box on his property.  This was reported by the Michael Baker Intl engineer (Joe) that was present at the work site.  This issue will be addressed by Council and the Solicitor.
Rose Marie Wirtz is going to contact Golden for street sweeping in the Spring. John Reed is going to contact Golden with a question about dumping of debris from the street sweeping. 
Rose Marie Wirtz made a motion to accept the streets report.  Second: Robert Dugan. A vote was taken, and the motion passed unanimously.
Zoning:
Zoning Officer Sandi Cox has been sending letters to residents who need to have house numbers placed on their homes.  Her work load has slowed down. 
Robert Dugan made a motion to accept the zoning report.  Second: John Reed A vote was taken, and the motion passed unanimously. 
Correspondence: 
Evans City has requested a 3 % increase in the sewage bills for Borough residents.  Rose Marie Wirtz made a motion to accept the 3% increase which is due to increase in Administrative costs, additive for black water and for the filtering of the black water. Second:  Robert Dugan.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously. 
Ethics forms need to be filled out for the year of 2019 by all. 
Armstrong Cable Franchise payment was received in the amount of $7,303.91 and placed in the Equipment Fund. 
Old Business: 
Jay Reynolds needed a form initialed from FEMA for property located at 120 Kline Ave.  Robert Dugan made a motion to have the form initialed. Second: John Reed.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.
New Business: 
A 9 V battery fixed the issue with our safe that would not open.   
Additional New Business from Council:

Curt Huffman of the CVFD gave a year end report from the department and gave out several copies. The Secretary will make additional copies and give to all council members. Curt is going to send updates through out the year to the borough email which will be copied and given to all council members.
