Mike Brandl stated that the red/burgundy color would fade and discolor over a period of time.  Rhino Shield does provide a 25year warranty for their product.  Rose Marie Wirtz is going to speak with the representative to confirm discoloration is included in the warranty.  She will have a report by next council meeting; including several paint colors that are available from Rhino Shield.
