Committee Reports:
Police: 
Everyone received a detailed report from Chief of Police, Matt Irwin. 
Matt met with insurance company adjuster concerning the bicycle and car accident which occurred on June 13,2020 who lied about the entire meeting.  This was explained to Borough Solicitor Tom Smith.
Halloween was done without incidents. 

Investigation into a suspicious matter at Callery Commons that was believed to possibly be a robbery attempt. 

The Seneca Valley school bus driver for Callery Borough children thanked the police department for assistance with the buses at the various stops.

Streets:
Rose Marie Wirtz met with PennDOT representative Corey Shaefer about double sealing of the streets within the Borough for the year 2021.  As of this date, November of 2020 the cost to do so would be approximately $60,000.00. it was suggested that the Borough get the bid packages out January, February or March of 2021 due to lower prices. The last time the streets were done was 2017.

A meeting will be set up with the grant writer concerning the Storm water grant monies that may be available in 2021.

Mike Brandl made a motion to purchase a “back-up” salt spreader.  Second: Robert Dugan.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously. Ed Conway is going to asl Jeff to get a price. 
Rose Marie Wirtz made a motion to accept the streets report.  Second: Robert Dugan.

Zoning:
Sandi Cox stated that the she spoke with the son of Jeff Lutz about building a carport/garage on property located at 124 Kline Avenue. He was told there were many rules that had to be followed to do so.

Ed Conway spoke with Mike Grill and he is willing to take over all duties of Municipal Code Association (MCA). In 2021.
